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1. Benchmarking

In de onderstaande figuur worden de duurzaamheidsindicatoren van de vijf steden weergegeven.
Sommige dimensies, zoals “waste quantity” en “littering”, zijn alleen beschikbaar op nationaal niveau en
verschillen daarom alleen tussen de Nederlandse en Belgische steden in deze vergelijking. Om een
correcte vertaling te maken naar de totaalscore, geldt voor alle scores 'hoger is beter'. Uit de vergelijking
blijkt onder andere dat Breda gemiddeld genomen de hoogste score heeft op de twaalf
duurzaamheidsthema's.

Gemiddelde waterkwaliteit

Onderstaande grafiek toont het gemiddelde niveau van waterkwaliteit in de geselecteerde steden en
omliggende gemeenten. Dit verschilt enigszins van de score voor waterkwaliteit hierboven, waarbij ook
de kwaliteit van de kustlijn en het zeewater worden meegenomen. De scores variéren tussen 0 en 5,
waarbij het Europese gemiddelde 4,7 is en het gemiddelde in Nederland en Belgié 4,6 is. Breda heeft een
score van precies 4,6, wat overeenkomt met het gemiddelde. Grijze cirkels geven 'geen gegevens' aan,
hoogstwaarschijnlijk als gevolg van het ontbreken van waterlichamen in die gemeente.

2. Huidige situatie

In dit hoofdstuk wordt de invioed van de vrijetijdsindustrie op de twaalf dimensies van duurzaamheid
beschreven, gebaseerd op de kenmerken van het gebied en de selectie en belang van de huidige
activiteiten. Daarnaast toont het de populariteit van de huidige activiteiten.

Keuze van activiteiten

De tabel in Bijlage 1 toont de selectie aan activiteiten die is gebruikt voor de baseline analyse, de huidige
situatie. Er is gekozen om met alle activiteiten te werken die op z'n minst een beetje belangrijk (‘slightly
important’) zijn voor Breda in de baseline situatie.

Duurzaambheidsrisico’s

In onderstaande figuur 5 wordt de impact van de activiteiten in de huidige situatie vergeleken met de
gemiddelde impact van alle mogelijke activiteiten op de 12 duurzaamheidsdimensies. De getallen op de y-
assen vertegenwoordigen de relatieve impact op de dimensies in procenten. De activiteiten die relatief
belangrijk zijn voor Breda, veroorzaken meer afval dan gemiddelde activiteiten doen (meer dan 25% ten
opzichte van 18% gemiddeld). Ook hebben de toeristische activiteiten in Breda een hoger risico op een
bovengemiddeld energieverbruik (>9% in vergelijking tot 6%). Aan de andere kant zijn de risico's op
biodiversiteit en veiligheid van de activiteiten lager dan gemiddeld, vooral vanwege het stedelijke
karakter van deze activiteiten. De impact is gewogen, dus de mate van belangrijkheid van de activiteit
voor Breda is hierin meegenomen.

Hieronder staat een tabel met de totale duurzaamheidsscore en de verdeling van de impact op de
verschillende duurzaamheidsdimensies per activiteit, gesorteerd op niveau van duurzaamheid (van lage
impact overall tot hoge impact). Door afronding kan het zijn dat het totaal niet op 100% uitkomt. Hiermee
zou bijvoorbeeld kunnen worden bekeken welke activiteiten een impact hebben op geluidsoverlast en
hier rekening mee worden gehouden bij toekomstig beleid.

3. Persoonskenmerken gebaseerd op activiteiten

In deze paragraaf worden de persoons- en reiskenmerken beschreven van de respondenten op basis van
de huidige selectie activiteiten. Het belang van de activiteiten wordt hierbij niet meegenomen. Aangezien
alleen de openluchtopera wordt toegevoegd als activiteit aan het scenario en de rest alleen
verschuivingen zijn in belang, zijn de veranderingen te klein om zichtbaar te zijn in de grafieken. Daarom
worden alleen de resultaten voor de huidige selectie van activiteiten beschreven en kan worden
aangenomen dat de verdelingen hetzelfde zijn in het toekomstige scenario. De resultaten op basis van de
huidige selectie activiteiten worden links weergegeven en de benchmarks (resultaten van het gehele
sample) rechts.

De gemiddelde leeftijd van de respondenten op basis van de huidige set activiteiten is 41,7 jaar,
vergeleken met 42,3 jaar oud in de gehele sample. De verdeling van het geslacht is redelijk gelijk, met een
iets groter aandeel vrouwen dat aansluit bij de huidige selectie van activiteiten. De uitgaven bij zowel
korte als lange vakanties is hoger bij de huidige selectie van activiteiten dan gemiddeld gezien over alle

activiteiten.
